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TTFAC, the Golden journey from 1969....

As the name reflects, Trombay Township Fine Arts Club(TTFAC) is a
unique social organisation formed during the year 1969 by likeminded
Keralite’ at then, named Trombay Township, the residential area of
Department Atomic Energy, Mumbai to keep the moral, cultural and
traditional value of people staying away from Kerala in this Great an-
cient city of State of Maharashtra. This fruitful event happened exact-
ly about 50 years ago, in a morning hours of September 1969 with the
leadership of a visionary named Mr. P.T.P. Nair. For making his vi-
sion, he personally interacts with several youngsters of that time and
invited them for a formal get-together. They had assembled in the flat
E/2, Namdev Chowk, Anushaktinagar, the official accommodation al-
lotted to Shri. Arumughan, an employee of BARC. The meeting had a
fruitful discussion based on the importance of social and cultural unity
of Malayalam speaking people living in this Township, which lead to
the formation of TTFAC. The luminaries grouped together made every-
thing happened in a traditional way. The eldest member among them
Shri. N.H. Krishnan had lighted the traditional lamp of prosperity
(Nilavilakku) and formally inaugurated The Club named *“Trombay
Township Fine Arts Club (TTFAC)”. The journey began with that
proud movement.

A managing committee had been formed. Following officials were taken
part in TTFAC’s first managing committee.

Among the founders, some of the members including founder President
and General Secretary are already left this planet. Some of the founder
members are blessed to witness the cultural and social achievements of
TTFAC since last 50years and this great historic moment of the Golden
Jubilee of TTFAC.

The organisation started growing. Many new members are taken part
with memberships. Veteran Mr. M. Thomas, presently leading his re-

tired life at Kharghar, Navi Mumbai and associated with current Malayalam Mission
Malayalam class activities was made member by the founder Mr. P.T.P. Nair during No-
vember 1969.

After three years in 1972, TTFAC has started cultural activities by conduction Onam
celebration with various cultural and traditional arts of Kerala. The first Onam Celebra-
tion had been conducted at Badminton court of Jr. Collage. The main attraction of cul-
tural program was the visualisation of a traditional Kerala boat race song named as
“Kavalam Chundan”. Mr. P.T.P. Nair was the General Secretary and Mr. K. Go-
palakrishnan was the Chairman at that time.

The Club started expanding its activities. The managing committee had decided to make
the members children a basic knowledge in handling native language of Kerala and
started to teach Malayalam language. The first Malayalam Class started in 1974 with
the syllabus from 1st and 2nd standard Malayalam text books of the then public educa-
tion board of Kerala state. A huge request had raised up from Club members for con-
ducting the art competitions among members and their family members. The managing
committee had recognised the importance put forward by the club members and decided
to conduct Art competitions. This was happened in 1974. Since then the art competition
IS continuing and now competition is happening in more than 40 items. Now around 400
numbers of participants are taking part in this Art competition. One act play had been
introduced as a competition item from 1976. To complete the entire competition items
more than 5 full days are required now. The winners for 1st, 2nd and 3rd positions have
been awarded with trophy and certificates during Annual day celebrations.

Meanwhile, a hand written literary collection named “Aksharam” started publishing
from 1976, to promote the literary tastes among the members. Encouraging the reading
and writing habit in Children, an English language hand-written publication named
FACT had been introduced. Both Aksharam and Fact were published with separate edi-
torial boards for many years till the beginning of 1990’s. With the active role of visual




media in daily life, and the introduction of various print medias, these hand-written publi-
cations stopped naturally. However, in 2015, the AKSHARAM returned with new colour
as an online edition. Four editions of online issues were released till now. The fifth in this,
the Golden Jubilee special edition is also about to release with articles and literary works
from well-known writers from Mumbai.

A Library having tremendous Malayalam literatures had been started in 1979. A collection
of famous Malayalam literary works like Short story, poem, Novel, Essays, Drama, etc
were the attraction for the literature lovers at that time in the library. The visual media
slowly put its hand in the reading activities results a big silence in library activities during
the 1990 to 2010 period. Many of the rare books in the collections were spoiled due to pro-
longed storage in shelf. However, after 2010 with a purposeful canvasing among members,
the managing committee achieved to put back the reading habits and library regain its ac-
tive role with many new additions of classical and current literary works.

Initially, in 1970s The Club started showing popular and classical Malayalam films in
16mm screen as its monthly program. At that period, viewing a Malayalam film was not
easy and economical in Mumbai Movie houses. Films specially made for 16 mm screen were
brought to Mumbai via Railways and had physically collected from the Mumbai main ter-
minus, Victoria Terminus (Now CST) by the committee members. Permissions from police
and other legal authorities were the legal requirement for transporting the film boxes,
showing the films in open air, etc. This activity of showing Malayalam movies in open air
had continued till the full-fledged take over by television in every house. The introduction
of television made a huge change in attitude of public gathering and entertainments.
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50 years, 50 fruitful Managing Committee, involvement of more than 500 individuals to
shape the organisation. Many individuals silently contributed a lot for reaching at this
stage. Many new ideas were shared. Many new classes like teaching music instruments like
guitar, tabla , flute, chenda, Drawing classes and vocal classes, etc has been introduced
during this millennium era. Many well-known groups like KPAC, Kalidasa kalakendram,
National Theatres, Pratibha theatres, KPAC Sulochana’s drama troup etc were staged
their Malayalam plays as a part of various annual day celebration.

At last TTFAC concluded its yearlong Golden Jubilee Celebration with Grand Finale at
AECS -2 open Ground during 31-1-2020, 1-2-2020 & 2-2-2020 with the mesmerising per-
formance by the famous Kathakali, Bharathanatyam dance fusion by the couple film ac-
tress Paris Lakshmi & Pallipuram Sunil, Musical troop Pattolam, traditional & folk arts
with well-known Ashtapadi Exponent Njeralathu Hari Govindan & Vayali Folklore
Group and Agam Live Band Classical & fusion by Harish Shivaramakrishnan & his band
masters. A grand Double Thayambaka by the famous disciplines of Mattanoor Shanka-
rankutty Marar was held on 29th February 2020 to close this yearlong Golden Jubilee cele-
bration. Unpredictably along with our Golden Jubilee closedown, all over the world, all
the celebrations have been closed. The world fall in a silent mode and vigil with lock down
due to the fear of the new generation corona virus threat of Covid -19. Along with the uni-
verse, we too will overcome this virus age, stand again in front line with more energy with
the support from our members and well-wishers.

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Mumbai Malayalee Scientists: Mighty Sciency Movers
and Shakers

[ The architect and thought leader of the unique world class People’s
Science Movement of Kerala is Dr.M.P. Parameswaran and the Sci-
ence for Social revolution he scripted and executed is sociologically
more forward looking than any other revolution including the revolu-
tion within revolution envisioned by Castro. It was designed, devel-
oped and proof of concept tested in Mumbai with his Malayalee col-
leagues and later he moved over to the action field, Kerala, for its
strategic and tactical deployment. The spinoffs of the Malayalee Sci-
entists five decade-old Mumbai endeavour have been the emer-
gence of new energetic thrusts in public engagement programs at
national and international levels in recent times. This is a reflective
reminiscence of a historic sciency renaissance by the writer who is a
participant in and witness to the phenomenon.]

Bhabha Atomic Research Centre had been a brave new cradle of
science communication, albeit the fact that it was neither its vision
nor mission. The unintended but convergent consilience may be ar-
guably called the ‘Bhabha Effect’, similar to the classic Bhabha Scat-
tering. Recognizing that the academic outputs from Indian Universi-
ties are not directly employable in the burgeoning nuclear energy
sector, Homi Bhabah initiated the Atomic Energy Establishment
Training School program in 1957 on the model of the Oak Ridge Na-
tional Laboratories. The school attracted about 200 beautiful minds
from across the country and in the early years a good number of Mal-
ayalees could gain entry. Most of the traiees scaled great profes-
sional heights in science, technology and several transdisciplinary
domains. A small number of this gifted pool in their early career tra-
jectory chose to traverse the less travelled path of science communi-
cation and prominent among them are Dr.M.P. Parameswaran ( 1%
Batch), Dr.T.S. lyengar ( 2nd Batch),Dr Narendra Sehgal and Dr Bal
Phondke (4" Batch) Dr. K. S. Parthasarathy (7" Batch),
Dr.A.P.Jayaraman (8" Batch) et al

MP Era

M.P. Parameswaran, affectionately called MP, stands out luminously
as the architect of Peoples’ Science Movement in India. An electrical
engineer, he went for his advanced doctoral studies to Moscow and
was fascinated by the waves of science popularization in the Soviet
Union. He learned the strategies, tactics and knowhow of the sci-
ence popularization revolution and brought with him a huge library of
Russian language books. Back to his desk, he conceptualized a
grand scheme to operationalize his dream project and energized his
colleagues. He took upon himself the task of enriching Malayalam
with the genre of science literature and galvanized a team to kick-
start the program. He also catalysed parallel activities in different lan-
guages and formed the Federation of Indian Language Science As-
sociations.

It was the second Sunday of August 1966. Govind Chettur and my-
self had shifted from Bandra Bandstand barracks to Chembur Guest
House after vacating Bandra Band barracks and were relaxing after
breakfast. We were reading together Bertrand Russell’'s ‘Why | am
not a Christian’ and vociferously admiring his eclectic choice of scien-
tific adjectives generating semantic over tones. Our door was slightly
open and our animated conversation could be heard outside. A group
of three waited outside for a while, knocked the door and entered the
room led by a diminutive but effervescent person. | am Parameswa-
ran... of the first batch. He introduced himself and both us perempto-
rily got into attention position actuated by irrepressible pecking order.
He delivered his evangelic message for Malayalam Science Litera-

ture and we listened to him in riveted attention. ‘You know science.
You know Malayalam. That is all you need to know.” | got into the
band wagon and never ever looked back.

Let Hundred Flowers Bloom

Many a small group braindancing sessions were held and a consen-
sus was arrived at to give form and function to the grand idea of sci-
ence popularization in Malayalam and proof of concept was to be de-
veloped. Our target was one hundred Malayalee Scientists and Engi-
neers. On 9" January 1966, at a meting held at South India Welfare
School, Matunga a decision was taken to form the organization
named Sasthra Sahithya Parishat ( Malayalam) Bombay-SSP(M) B
with M. P. as President, V. C. Nair as Secretary and Dr. M.P.S Rama-
ni as Treasurer whose house at 21 Paradise Building, Opposite
Shanmukhananda Hall as the office. Some of the pioneers who
served as members, office bearers in the committees included
A.K.Govindan, M.N. Nambudiri, V.C Nair, Kerala Varma,
K.Theyyunni, P.K. Pankajakshan, P.V.S. Nambudiripad, V.T. Gopala-
krishnan, V.V. Raman, A.P.Jayaraman, Kamala Rudran, Radha Das,
Vijayalakshmi Pullat, Gouri et al. There were about 100 members. It
was a turning point in the history of the present Kerala Sasthra
Sahithya Parishat (KSSP).

Science popularization in Malayalam was the clearly stated mission.
Planning, organizing and executing started with a new found ebul-
lience. Some activities were put on the anvil. Preparation as well as
presentation of one popular science article in Malayalam from the
frontiers of science and engineering every month in a convened meet-
ing of fellow members was a well-executed project. Writing and
speaking skills were developed by this exercise. Notable articles of
those early times included Nuclear Fuel reprocessing by M.K.T Nair,
Applications of Radioisotopes by V.C.Nair, Computers by K. K. Krish-
nankutty, Transistors by Sadanandan, Malayalam Script and Type-
writer Keyboard by T.S. lyengar, Reverse Osmosis by A.K. Govindan
and Gas Chromatography by A.P. Jayaraman and many more. It was
also decided to bring out a manuscript magazine called Science Path
to include the discussed article and to cover topical science news.
This writer was given the duty of bringing this out. Cyclostyling was
used for replication and it was hard to write with the stencil in Malaya-
lam! The first issue came out in July 1969 and carried an editorial on
Moon landing. Five or six issues came out and thereafter the present-
ed and other articles went for publications in Kerala. Four books were
published and five booklets were translated during this period.

However the scicom market size in Malayalam media was small and
the market pool for Mumbai science writers was still smaller. The top-
ics also not those wanted by the media. The lukewarm approach of
Malayalam mainstream media to sciency stories slowly changed. A
series of articles prepared by this writer while on deputation to Japan
was accepted by print media and science and technology stories from
Expo70 Osaka, Hiroshima, Nagasaki and Minamata saw the light of
the day. This writer remembers preparing the first such article an
extensive science article on the Expo 70 Osaka Japan as suggested
by Norman Achuthan Nair of Calicut who personally took it to K.P.
Kesava Menon!

Silk Route

The State Institute of Language, Kerala (SILK) was established in
1968 as an academic publication centre and one of its early projects
was the publication of the Vijnaanashabdaavali , which was the single
critical variable for developing Malayalam into an effective medium of
communication for modern scientific and technological knowledge.
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This project involved the creation of technical vocabulary in Malaya-
lam. About 2000 words from A to H in English were compiled in Mum-
bai and became part of Vijnaanashabdaavali amounting to 20,000.
This writer recalls the fact that he was on Central Emergency Post
duty as a health physicist for a month from the Health Physics Divi-
sion. In the third shift, except the two perfunctory visits to the opera-
tional areas, there was very little to be attended to leaving a lot of
leisure to make technical glossary. Several articles for Malayalam
Encyclopaedia were prepared from Mumbai. A textbook, Junior
Technical Chemistry was authored by this writer for SILK. Extensive
collaboration was maintained with SILK, KSSP and their demand for
the supply of scicom text material was managed in Mumbai. Under
the leadership of P.T.Bhaskara Panicker, a society tited STEPS was
registered at Thiruvananthapuram for the publication of science, tech-
nology books and a good number of promoters was from Mumbai.
Nuclear Physics by Irving Kaplan and Sourcebook on Atomic Energy
by Samuel Glasstone were translated into Malayalam by teams in
Mumbai. Most members of the team had studied the two books as
part of their course work in the Training School and thus high quality
translation work could be done. MP had been on deputation to SILK
and the human resources developed in Mumbai was utilized in full
measure. Later, he took over the captaincy of KSSP and galvanized it
into a world class Peoples Science Movement. Relationships were
seamlessly maintained with SSP(M)B and individual level contacts
were strengthened.

Golden Eureka Age

The golden age of creative science literature for children in Malaya-
lam was ushered in when Sivadas took over as the editor of the Eure-
ka. Eureka started publication in 1970 and has been the best science
fortnightly published in Malayalam. Stories, poems, songs, essays etc
related to science are given utmost importance in the journal with an
objective to create scientific temper and awareness in the minds of
the younger generation. This was characterized by fact-fiction-fusion
genre and is described as Sivadas-Jayaraman Model of Science sto-
ries. Numerous such stories appeared in Eureka and a few were
translated into English. These stories were narrated in Kerala, Singa-
pore, Brazil and the U.K.

In October 2015, a National Conference on Creative Science litera-
ture for Children was held at Homi Bhabha Centre for Science Educa-
tion and veteran KSSP scistorytellers attended along with others from
different part of the country. In 2018, a National Conference STEM
stories was held at Nehru Science Centre Mumbai with the keynote
address by Sivadas. Subsequently STEAM Academy was formed and
scistorytelling was put in high gear. The Academy has Sivadas as
Emeritus President, A.PJayarman as President and includes Dr.
M.P.S Ramani and B. Sreekantan, KSSP. The other members are
second and third generation from Mumbai exposed to the MP scicom
culture. The Academy is registered in Palakkad and operates globally,
collaborates with museums and presents science programs. Over 30
museum themed science programs for primary and secondary stu-
dents were delivered so far and more are in the pipeline. The last epi-
sode was on Drummology. It was introduced with 48 learners of
Chenda in the Talent Lab of Pallassana primary school. This was
followed by Congolese Lukumbi drum from Pennsylvania University
Museum narrated by museum anthropologist. The attendees were
school students of the 7" standard learning sound with a syllabus
friendly exposition by an engineering faculty and the program concep-
tualized by student event coordinator of the Academy. Similar pro-
grams are perfunctorily being held at three museums in Mumbai. An-
other technology story on desalination was presented utilizing Ot-
tamthullal format presented by Principal Jyothy at Dr. Bhaudaji Lad
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Museum Byculla. Modules on 21 century critical thinking skills for
learners and scientific thinking styles for teachers have been designed
and delivered in collaboration with Professor Mark Nowacki of Singa-
pore LogicMills Academy.

As KSSP was developing with increasing involvement in total societal
affairs and making breakthroughs in solving site specific problems, di-
rect intervention from Mumbai declined in logistic significance and the
accumulated science popularization capital was deployed in Mumbai
based activities. Sasthra Kala Vedi was formed to continue the tradi-
tion and several quality programs were delivered but constraints and
restraints brought this to a halt. The National Centre for Science Com-
municators was a fitting platform for continuation of the work and this
writer as its Chairman is engaged in managing science communication
projects.

The past has its enchanting glory and learning has been thrilling expe-
rience. The present has exciting new technological possibilities to hone
new skills so that the legacy can majestically march ahead. The evolu-
tionary history narrated here marks translation, transcreation, synthetic
and reflective writing, speaking and transmedia scistorytelling. It is
heartening to note the response to this story from the community sci-
entist communicators of TIFR, IITs, King's College and Manchester
Universities and from the science communicators at the recently con-
cluded conference of World Federation of Science Journalists. Aca-
demic programs of science communication, Public Speaking in Sci-
ence and Science Journalism are in advanced stage of implementation
in Universities and Colleges.

Anushakthinagar had been my residence for thirty four years from
1970 to 2004 and | was fortunate to be part of the culturally vibrant
Malayalee community. My social fabric was intimately intertwined with
the waft and warp of the Malayalee psyche and aesthetic identity. |
also had the rich and rare privilege of serving the TTFAC. | wonder
why we had a club and not an association. Like the Lions and the Ro-
tarians the club has a distinctive style of relationship management. Our
Club is singular and iconic among Mumbai Malayalee associations.
When we extend an invitation to a guest to to preside over the annual
day, we could feel the subtle elation. Here | have cherrypicked a spe-
cial activity in which some of our members were active. Most notable
are the facts that the movers and shakers form a subset of club mem-
bership and the a large measure of the creative work was carried out in
Anushakthingar. The connectedness and connectivity facilitated by the
club had been phenomenal.

TTFAC — STIRRING
HEARTS THROUGH ART

How often do we get to see 70+ elderly wom-
en, no professional artists at that, shedding their ma-
ture image and behaving like nervous young school
girls making their first stage appearance, unsuccess-
fully attempting to hide their excitement and thrill
while religiously practicing dialogues for a brief
presentation they have to make, faltering while be-
ing recorded and re-recorded in front of children and
grand children, yet enjoying every moment, remi-
niscing and igniting within themselves the dormant
talent in them, which was left behind in their home
land, long, long ago in the pursuit of mundane exist-
ence and migration to alien cities?

| have had one such opportune moment. It
was during Onam Programme 2019, when my moth-
er and a friend’s mother were rehearsing together to
put up a perfect shot for a 2 minute video of their’s
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which would be used as a snippet between
cultural programmes. | witnessed their joy,
pride and child like enthusiasm for having
been identified for the job and the sense of
purposefulness in their eyes. They were hell
bent not to let down the Cultural Organiza-
tion which chose them at this ripe an age to
exhibit their innate talent.

No guesses for which Cultural Organ-
ization could be so experimental. It is none
other than the Trombay Township Fine Arts
Club (TTFAC), Anushakti Nagar, which could
ignite this kind of fervour into its patrons.
For, they firmly believe that Art and Heart
Strings are deeply connected.  Stirring
hearts through Art has been the motto of
TTFAC.

With a 50 year history behind its pre-
sent structure, the TTFAC has shaped itself
to be a unique Club which not only pro-
motes Fine Arts but also ensures that in the
process fine and wholesome human beings
are created. Be it the camaraderie the
Members share, the nurturing of each oth-
ers’ talents or being contributors to the So-
ciety — TTFAC has done it all, in its own inim-
itable style.

Fine Arts was always meant to be a
unifying factor and probably half a century
ago, in the pursuit of livelihood when Mala-
yali youngsters reached Trombay, the only
way of keeping their insecurities under
check was by assembling under a banner
which gave them a sense of belonging.
Once that need taken care of, nothing could
stop a naturally talented Malayali from
God’s own country, to display the creativitiy
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naturally endowed to them, in the most
artistic way. Perhaps, thus was born the
Fine Arts Club of Trombay. Thanks to
visionaries back then, wisdom prevailed
when they thought the Club to be named
“Trombay Township” rather than a Re-
gion based identity of their homeland.
This displays that the intent was pro-
moting Arts without boundaries.

Ages ago when the Club was cre-
ated, staying rooted to their homeland
could have been the driving force. A
platform for keeping alive traditions that
they carried along to Mumbai could be
the need. Being able to speak the moth-
er tongue and reminiscing and sharing
the cuisines typical of Kerala could have
been the cementing factor. The literate
Malayali in them couldn’t have resisted
the temptation that books could offer —
so a Library was born. A Library meant
an assembling of people on and off, lead-
ing to exchange of views. Leaders could
have emerged in the process. Among
the young brilliant minds the novice who
hummed an old Malayalam hit was iden-
tified as a singer, the man making witty
remarks turned out to be the Jester, the
woman with a classical touch adorned
the hat of a dance teacher, somebody
who had strong views on anything under
the earth could have turned out to be an
orator n coordinator, the dreamy young
person a poet or a writer. Lo and be-
hold! a Club originated comprising of un-
inhibited people who decided they
wouldn’t restrict it to themselves and
vowed to bind the community together

in an alien land, by venturing into unknown territories.

The Open-air Movie Shows, the cultural activi-
ties, the publishing of in-house magazines etc., could
have been an outcome of these ventures.

With the passing years, the Malayalam classes
created Trombay kids who didn’t have to bark back at
their native place (Enikku Malayalam kurachu kurachu
ariyam kind), who could even read and write poems
and stories, who participated with equal vigour in Ka-
lolsavams as their counter parts in native land, who
“Margam Kali” and
“Oppana” although they never were direct witness to
these art forms back in Kerala, who mimicked Jayan
and Naseer with ease, who won prizes and stole hearts
by rendering poems and songs in their native language

could differentiate between

with an accent distinct to any Malayali singer. The
Trombay kids grew up in an environment where every
uncle and aunty they knew were talented people —
some wrote, some sang, some danced, some debated,
some directed, some acted, some were comedians,
some teachers, some cooked, some organized events,
some others were connectors and coordinators. It was
a universe of diverse talents presented to them in a
capsule kind. All thanks to the one Club, TTFAC, which
displayed to them that every human being has a poten-
tial, and that you only have to tap them.

When TTFAC organizes programmes, it is like a
home affair for most Malayali households in Trombay.
So the kids grew watching stages being erected, chairs
being laid, they have been witness to back stage
events, also part of events and spectators too. Practi-
cal lessons of how back stage workers are as important
as the artists themselves, is subtley driven into their
sub-conscious. Every programme or event conducted
by the Club, the passion that goes into its making, the
jubilation, the review sessions, the failures and criti-
cisms, are an open book at TTFAC and therefore, pro-
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vide perfect life lessons to children growing
up in such inspiring environment.

It is amazing watching children and
elders who just competed against each oth-
er on-stage, playing together and ramming
shoulders in friendly gestures off-stage.
Equally inspiring is it to watch the Club per-
fectly being balanced by talented organizers
who take over the baton from predecessors
with a strong commitment to sustain and
make the Club flourish. The Golden Jubilee
year, is in itself a perfect example of how
the Club continued binding its people over
the years.

The diverse ideas introduced year
after year has brought TTFAC a long long
way from its humble beginnings in the late
1960s. Starting from being a Cultural Organ-
ization limited to Trombay, TTFAC forayed
into stages all over Mumbai, grabbing acco-
lades, they also diversified its activities into
Training Centres for Arts, conducting Food
Festivals, celebrating nature, arranging pic-
nics, setting stage for internationally ac-
claimed Performing Arts, and last but not
the least showing its humanitarian face,
whenever there was a crisis or natural ca-
lamity whether in their native land or adopt-
ed land.

The tiruvathira kalaris, the puli kali,
the naadan pattu, the thol paava koothu,
the chavittu naadakam, the great orchestra,
the live dramas, the annual competition, the
beautiful rendition by club talents, are all
diversity offered on a platter. But over n
above all this is the mutual respect for each
other and the responsibility and commit-
ment with which the club conducts itself

and is run by its dedicated members.

No wonder the Trombay Township
Fine Arts Club occupies the finest place in

the hearts of its patrons and will continue
to do so, as long as they ensure that Arts
and heart strings are connected and that
only happy hearts can create arts or even
vice versa, ie., Fine Arts can create happy
human beings.

1.CERTIFICATE ATTESTATION.

NORKA ROOTS is the single agency authorized by the Government of
India to undertake attestation of educational certificates as per the guide-
lines of the Ministry of Human Resources Development (MHRD).

3.Skill and Training

Skill Up gradation training program intends to impart sufficient job
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related training to young aspirants who dream of a career
abroad. Training is given in areas of soft skill development,
communication, technology etc.

4. Recruitment

NORKA ROOTS is the only state-run agency under Govern-
ment of Kerala, authorized by the Ministry of External Affairs,
Government of India to facilitate overseas recruitment. Norka
recruits Nurses, Doctors, Technicians and House-
maids ,Teachers ect for various Foreign Employers in GCC
countries and other countries. Transparency, Quality recruit-
ment service, Minimum recruitment charges and corrupt free
recruitment process are the hallmarks of Norka Recruitment
wing.

SCHMES

1.Santhwana

The scheme can be availed for medical treatments, death
assistance, marriage assistance, purchase of physical aids to
combat disability etc. The NRK who applies for the San-
thwana scheme should have worked abroad for not less than
two years. The annual family income of the applicant should

not exceed one lakh rupees.

2.Karunyam

Financial assistance offered by the Government to the legal
heirs for bringing back the mortal remains of the expatriates.
NORKA ROOQOTS offer support in repatriation by way of road,
rail or air transportation, whichever is most economical. The
fund is offered to the dependents as reimbursement of the
expenses. The scheme is to help those who are in extreme
financial distress and do not have any other avenue for help
or support

3.Chairman Fund

A fund formulated to enhance the welfare activities of the
NRKs. The scheme intends to offer additional financial sup-
port to NRKs. This support is extended to the NRK and his
dependents. Those who have availed benefit under the San-
thwana scheme is not eligible to apply for the Chairman’s
fund. Those who apply for financial assistance from Chair-
man’s fund should have worked outside Kerala or abroad for
minimum 2 years.

4.Swapnasaphalyam

Several unskilled and semi skilled laborers migrate to foreign
countries each year, in pursuit of employment. Owing to ig-
norance, lack of awareness about the rules and customs of
the foreign country etc leads them into offences that are un-
intentional. Thus a good number of expatriates get impris-
oned. Once released from the jails they are stranded without
job, shelter and food. Under Swapnasaphalyam scheme, air
tickets are provided to bring back these NRKs to Kerala.
